	In this course students are introduced to hand and power tools required for the cabinetmaking trade. Students learn to identify, explain and demonstrate the procedure for the care and safe use of a variety of hand and power tools that are appropriate for a given task.

It sets expectations for safe practice and is linked to the lab classes where students practice and complete safety training using hand tools and power tools and machines. Inexperienced students acquire foundational training in safe practices, and experienced students are exposed to practices proven to minimize risk in repeated operations.
