	How is the course weighted?
	· Assignments 30% 
· Projects 70%

	What are the required assignments within this course? 

	Students will complete a series of assignments (both individual and group) over the course. Some assignments will require additional time after class to complete. Assignment themes include drawing, painting, sculpture, storyboarding, group discussions, group critiques of work and written self-reflections.  Students are provided with art supplies such as drawing media, painting media and basic sculpture media.

	This course offers a broad introduction to various media where students can go on to pursue programs at the college level in fine arts, graphic design, photography and imaging or film production or at the university level in fine arts.
