	Due to COVID-19 restrictions and the nature of online course content, there are no physical hands-on activities during class.  There are however, virtual hands-on activities where students may be asked to explore digital resources or work in small groups in virtual breakout rooms.  In addition, some assignments may require students to interact with objects they have at home, or visit natural environments such as public parks or forests.

	Is there a textbook used with the course?  If so, how much reading is required in the course?
	Yes, in addition to supplemental readings.  Each week there is approximately 10 pages of reading that students are expected to complete before class.  Some weeks these readings may be substituted for 10-15 minute videos, podcasts, video games, or other multi-modal content.

	This course consists of 3 types of assignments:
1. Short weekly assignments tied to the course readings in the format of 5 multiple choice/true-false style questions

2. Open-book tests

3. Summative assignments that require students to interact with objects or the natural environment and reflect on their experiences.
